Numa primeira fase, sera efetuada a avaliagdo curricular, na
gual serdo considerados o percurso académico, a adequacao da formacao ao tema da bolsa, a experiéncia prévia
relevante em projetos de investigacdo, gestdo de projetos, atividades de disseminacao, organizacdo de eventos e
competéncias em analise de dados, bem como o dominio da lingua inglesa e de ferramentas digitais. Apenas os
candidatos com classificacao superior a 10 valores nesta fase serdo convocados para a segunda fase.

A segunda fase consistira numa entrevista individual destinada a avaliar a motivagdo do candidato, a capacidade de
comunicacdo, a disponibilidade para o desempenho das func¢des previstas, o alinhamento do perfil com os objetivos do
projeto InclusiveFuture e das atividades do NCFI, bermn como competéncias transversais como autonomia, organizagdo,
capacidade de trabalho em equipa e resolucao de problemas.

Contest Evaluation Method(s)

Curricular evaluation weighted to 40% on a scale of 20 points with a minimum of 10 points needed for admission.
Individual interview weighted to 60% on a scale of 20 points.

The minimum final grade needed for admission is 10 points.

Conditions for the Contest Evaluation

Candidates will be evaluated in two stages. In the first stage, a curriculum evaluation will be carried out, taking into
account the academic background, the relevance of the training to the scholarship topic, previous relevant experience in
research projects, project management, dissemination activities, event organisation and data analysis skills, as well as
proficiency in English and digital tools. Only candidates who obtain a score higher than 10 points in this stage will be
invited to the second stage.

The second stage will consist of an individual interview aimed at assessing the candidate’s motivation, communication

skills, availability to perform the planned tasks, alignment of the profile with the objectives of the InclusiveFuture
project and NCFI activities, as well as transversal competences such as autonomy, organisational skills, teamwaork and
problem-solving abilities.

The final classification will result from the weighted average of the scores obtained in the two selection methods,
according to the defined weightings. Candidates who do not obtain the minimum required score in any of the methods
or in the final classification, as well as candidates who fail to submit all the required application documents, will be
excluded.
